(thick tape or moleskin) until I get what works for that particular machine. It’s
worth all the effort it takes to get it right.

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A Special Use For Silk
By Pam Durant

Starting in 1941, an increasing number of British airmen found themselves as the involuntary guests of the
Third Reich. The authorities trying to help them escape knew that they had to figure out how to get maps showing loca-
tions of safe houses and other needed information to them. Paper maps had real drawbacks: They made a lot of noise
when you open and fold them, they wear out rapidly and if they get wet, they turn into mush.

For hundreds of years, even before World War 11, silk was the material of choice for military maps, because it
wouldn’t tear or dissolve in water as easily as paper, can be scrunched up into tiny wads, and unfolded as many times
as needed, and makes no noise what-so-ever. Someone got the idea of printing escape maps on silk, and they turned to
the only manufacturer in Great Britain who had perfected the technology of printing on silk, John Waddington, Ltd.

When approached by the government, the firm was only too happy to do its bit for the war effort. By pure coin-
cidence, Waddington was also the U.K. Licensee for the board game, Monopoly. Included in the items the German army
allowed humanitarian groups to distribute in care packages to imprisoned soldiers, the game was too innocent to raise
suspicion. But it was the ideal size for a top-secret escape kit that could help spring POWSs from German war camps.

Under the strict secrecy, in an old workshop at Waddington’s, trusted employees made silk escape maps, keyed
to each region of Germany or Italy where Allied POW camps were located (Red Cross packages were delivered to pris-
oners in accordance with that same regional system). When processed, they could be folded into such tiny dots that they
actually fit inside a Monopoly playing piece.

As long as they were at it, the clever workmen at Waddington’s also managed to add:

1. A playing token, containing a small magnetic compass,

2. A two-part metal file that could easily be screwed together.

3. Useful amounts of genuine high-denomination German, Italian, and French currency, hidden within the
pilesof  Monopoly money!

British and American air crews were advised, before taking off on their first mission, how to identify a “rigged”
Monopoly set by means of a tiny red dot, one cleverly rigged to look like an ordinary printing glitch, located in the cor-
ner of the Free Parking square! Of the estimated 35,000 Allied POWSs who successfully escaped, an estimated one-third
were aided in their flight by the rigged Monopoly sets.

Everyone who did so was sworn to secrecy indefinitely, since the British government might want to use this
highly successful use in still another, future war. But the story was declassified in 2007, when the surviving craftsmen
from Waddington’s, as well as the firm itself, were finally honored in a public ceremony.

Q: What advice would you offer the beginning quilter in re-
gard to tools, fabric, inspiration?

A: As far as fabric & tools, don’t buy too much in the begin-
ning. Talk to 10 quilters and you’ll get 10 answers as to fa-
vorite tools and fabrics. Buy enough to give yourself a good
sampling, see what works for you; what’s your favorite and
then expand. As far as inspiration . . It’s everywhere. All we
have to do is be aware of it.

Q: What brand / model of sewing machine do you use?

A: Most of my sewing is done on either a Bernina 1230 (1992
model) or an older Singer 301. | have other machines but
those are the ones that stay set up in my sewing room.

Q: Why do you think there’s been such a resurgence in quilt-
ing over the past few years?

A: Who doesn’t love quilts? It’s an expression of our creativ-
ity that can keep us warm, quilts make great gifts and quilt-
ing provides a great connection to other quilters.

Q: Is there a dream quilt you would like to be commissioned
to make?

A: My son loves mariner’s compass quilts and has asked me
for years to make him one. I'm thinking I should get started
on one for him but as far as a commissioned quilt, | doubt I
ever do one. Making a quilt for someone else sounds like
“work” for me and I only quilt for fun!

Q: Aside from your sewing machine, what are tour three
most indispensible quilting tools?

A: 1. Perfect ruler. If rulers are off (some are not perfect and
with time, an edge can wear down), then your pieces aren’t
straight and exact. Starting off with incorrect pieces is only
going to result in problems. 2. Rotary cutter. Having a nice,
sharp blade and a comfortable cutter is absolutely necessary
for having accurately cut fabric. 3. Calculator. | keep sev-
eral calculators in my sewing area—around the sewing ma-
chine, the ironing board, the cutting table. | use them con-
stantly. Yes, | could add and divide without a calculator
and | could even cut without a rotary cutter, but I hope |
never have to do either.

Q: In your opinion, what do you think will be the next “hot
trend” in quilt making?

A: I'm not much into trends and pretty much do what I enjoy
so I'm usually the last one to know about trendy items.

Q: Is there a quilt pattern you wouldn’t like to attempt to
make?
A: 1 would love to hand appliqué anything by Bunny Hill—

Not at all!

Q: How long have you been a quilter?
A: Started in 1980 so I guess it’s been 30 years.

Q: What started your life as a quilt-maker?
A: When | wandered into the little quilt shop in Lake
Charles, Louisiana in 1980.

Q: What improvements in fabric manufacturing would you
like to see?

A: Not necessarily improvements but I would love for manu-
facturers to keep fabrics in the 42” width range. It makes it
very difficult for a pattern writer when fabric widths change.

Q: Do you hand-quilt?

A: | started out as a hand piecer and hand quilter but
quickly learned I'd have to use the machine if all the
quilters on my “want to make” list were going to get done. I
have had the same quilt in the hand quilting frame since
1995. I think that means | am not a hand quilter.

Q: If you had a crystal ball, what would you see for the fu-
ture of quilt making?
A: Not sure...my crystal ball hasn’t worked in years!

Q: What role does fabric quality play in your quilt making?
A: Very! I'm not a fabric snob. Give me any good quality fab-
ric and I don’t care what brand or how little it cost but I do
not like flimsy, stretchy, lack of “life” fabrics. In my teaching,
too often I've seen people struggle with fabrics that are poor
quality. While I’'m not going to say “buy the best you can af-
ford” because some can afford $10+/yard fabric but can get
good fabrics on sale for $5/yard, | do advise that we should
pay attention to how the fabric feels. | wash all the fabrics
before | use them and if a fabric gets flimsy and limp after
being washed, it does not go into my quilts, no matter how
much or how little it cost.

Q: What was the one thing you had to have in your studio,
regardless of cost, and what advice would you give someone
who’s planning a studio or sewing room?

A: Good lighting! Advice on planning a studio—Think about
where everything will be placed. Think about your move-
ment around the studio. If others will be walking through
your studio, think about their movements.

Q: Which do you prefer: piecing or quilting, and why?

A: love them both but if have to choose one, it’s going to
be piecing. I love designing quilts and piecing brings the
designs to life. Tomorrow my answer may be different

Materials.
Scrape Material:
Blue
Brown
Green
White
Ribbon

Instructions:

Cut 1 piece of green 2 %4” x 9 %~
Cut 1 piece of blue 1” x 9 %4”

Cut 1 piece of brown 1”7 x 61/2”
Cut 2 pieces of white 4 %4” x 6 4"
Sew the brown piece to the two white pieces. Add the blue to the top and add the green to the bottom.
The block will measure 9 %” x 9 %4”.

Using ribbon — decorate the pole to have strings for the May Pole Dance.
