Warm weather is finally here and we
rejoice that we can finally turn off the
furnace. We open the doors and love the freedom
of running in and out without a coat. Some moms
and dads have an additional reason to re-

joice. Now the money that would have been used
for the heat bill can be used for other necessi-

ties. When both parents hold down several part -
time jobs with no benefits because there are no full-
time jobs available, money is scarce.One must be
“"creative" to find the means to provide for your chil-
dren.

We especially need
quilts for boys. Simple designs are fine. Tops or fin-
ished quilts can be turned in at the charity table at any
of the monthly meetings. Quilts can be either tied or
machine quilted. We hope you will consider partici-
pating in this program. When you give a gift of your-
self blessings always come back to encircle you.
